Holding a Voter Registration Drive

Plan your voter registration drive well in advance of the voter registration deadline – October 19th for the November 2nd election in Connecticut.  

Make sure to have plenty of pens (blue or black ink) on hand – not pencils – to fill out the voter registration cards.

Keep in mind that some people may have difficulty reading and filling out the voter registration cards.  Politely offer to help.

Eligibility:

Voters must be U.S. Citizens

Must be eighteen years old on November 02.

Must not be currently incarcerated or on parole.

When filling out the voter registration card, make sure to include:

Full name and date of birth

Driver’s license number or last four digits of Social Security number

Mailing address

Previous voting address (for a person who has moved and is reregistering in his/her new district)

Phone number (if the Registrar cannot read the person’s voting registration card, he/she will call the person)

Homeless individuals can vote!  

For ‘Address,’ simply write the last place where the person spent the night, such as a shelter or bus station.  For ‘Mailing address,’ write the address of a soup kitchen or a relative who would accept the person’s mail.
Individuals on probation can vote!


Convicted felons who are not now incarcerated and who have paid all fines are eligible to vote.  Those who were sentenced prior to January 01, 2002 must contact the Registrar of Voters to have their voting rights restored.  They must present written verification that they have met all the terms of their sentence.

Those who were sentenced after January 1, 2002 never lost their right to vote.  They can register to vote at any time.

Offer to send in the completed voter registration cards to the Registrar of Voters – but make sure that these cards are received by the October 19th deadline.

Record the names and phone numbers of the people who register to vote with you.  Save this information.  It will help when it comes time for Get-Out-the Vote efforts.  You’ll be able to contact people who have registered to remind them to vote on November 2nd and make sure they have transportation to the polls.  Ask people who you help register if they would like a reminder call on November 1st or if they anticipate needing transportation to the polls.
